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Death
Stages of death

1- First stage: Denial

Verbal: “This can’t be happening to me!”

Behavioral: Client is diagnosed with terminal lung cancer; client continues to smoke two packs of cigarettes daily.

2- Second stage: Anger  

Verbal: “Why me?”

Behavioral: Client strikes out at caregivers.

3- Third stage: Bargaining المساومة
Verbal: Client prays, “Please,God, just let me live long enough to see my grandchild graduate.”

Behavioral: Client tries to “make deals” with caregivers.

4- Fourth stage: Depression 
Verbal: “Go away. I just want to lie here in bed. What’s the use?”

Behavioral: Client withdraws and isolates self.

5- Fifth stage: Acceptance

Verbal: “I feel ready. At least, I’m more at peace now.”

Behavioral: Client gets financial or legal affairs in order. Client says goodbye to significant others.
